Silver Spring, MD –Washington Printmakers Gallery’s director, Annie Turner, has picked several of her favorite prints from five WPG member artists, which will be shown with complementary artworks from five artists outside the WPG membership.  This year’s WPG artists are Yolanda Frederikse, Mike Hagan, Pauline Jakobsberg, Fleming Jeffries, and Julie Niskanen.  Outside artists are Glenn Fry, Andrew Kozlowsky, Lindsay McCulloch, Jake Muirhead, and Kristen Necessary.  Through these ten artists, a breadth of subject matter and techniques are explored, but all works share the common qualities of artistic excellence and mastery of printmaking.
Turner assumed the role of Director at WPG in September of 2009.  Since that time, she has overseen 11 successful exhibitions, as well as moved the gallery to Pyramid Atlantic Art Center.  While WPG is a co-op gallery, the members have been careful to maintain the caliber of art that is accepted and displayed.  Through this exhibition, Turner wishes to highlight the quality work of WPG members by displaying it side by side with equally well-executed prints outside of the membership, allowing visitors to see for themselves that WPG artist members and leadership are always on the search for the newest and best in the print world.  It is Turner’s hope that this exhibition, in addition to the rest of WPG’s exhibitions and programs, continues to establish WPG as the premier source in the mid-Atlantic region for contemporary, hand-pulled prints.
In conjunction with Pyramid Atlantic and the Big Read Project, Washington Printmakers Gallery is proud to host Poe in Person at the end of the “Director’s Cut” Closing Reception.  The Big Read aims to inspire people nationwide to pick up a good book and read!  The theme this season is “Edgar Allen Poe,” and to honor him, David Kelso’s will perform a one-man show which authentically re-creates Edgar Allan Poe’s public appearances and readings.  Closing Reception starts at 5 pm, Kelso, or “Poe” begins at 8:30.
