Silver Spring, MD –Rethinking elements of the hand print and other graphic arts in an era of new technology, Mike Hagan explores intersections of  hand-pulled printing with other graphic processes including drawing, photography, commercial printing, and textile patterns.  Traditional printmaking techniques are combined with new technologies to efficiently and precisely employ traditional and custom half tones, textures, tessellations, patterns, and unique, flat, complex, or "exploded" colors. The visually apparent half tones in his prints (i.e., dots, lines, and custom shapes) are also metaphors for commercial printmaking, for current culture, and for new technology.
Mike Hagan is a Washington, DC native who received his Certificate in Printmaking from Corcoran College of Art in 1995.  Since then, he has had numerous solo exhibitions at Washington Printmakers Gallery and shown regionally at the Corcoran Gallery and Gallery 10.  His prints are in the collections of the Corcoran, Gallery K, and the US Library of Congress, as well as numerous private collections.  All the proceeds from Mr. Hagan’s print sales go directly to Health Volunteers Overseas, a Washington, DC non‑profit organization improving global health through education.
