The works exhibited include initial drawings and final prints, initial drawings
and trial proofs, transfer drawing and final prints, and prints with drawn elements on them either as a trial
proof or finished proof. Shown together, these pairings allow an insight into the artists’ process that
cannot be understood from the finished print alone.

In conjunction with the 9/11 Arts Project initiated by the Smith Farm Healing Arts Center, a citywide
project will kick off a “year of healing,” with multi-venue and multi-genre events to take place around the
anniversary and throughout the year, WPG member artists will show a selection of prints that were
created in response to this world-changing event. Some prints were created shortly after the tragedy,
others, after a time of reflection, and still others more recently, as we near the 10th Anniversary and see
related current events come to pass.
