Washington, DC—According to artist Anne McLaughlin, “family legend has it that Grandpa Scott invented the ice cream cone way before its first appearance at the World’s Fair.  For sure, we know he sold the first ice cream cones in Pittsburgh, in Schenley Park to be exact.” This family gift to the world is celebrated in her solo show at the Washington Printmakers Gallery.
McLaughlin explores how a simple rolled waffle cookie can create such a treat and lead to so many flavor choices. To emphasize these choices, she incorporates a variety of printmaking techniques in the show.  A veritable printmaking education awaits, with such techniques as clay and gelatin monoprints, etchings with aquatints, clay relief prints (some embellished with beading and feathers) and reduction woodcuts. Her prints range from a 37-inch high hand-printed reduction woodcut served up in several flavors to an etching of Abraham Lincoln celebrating his 200th birthday with 3 scoops.

McLaughlin is a long-time resident of Annapolis, MD, and creates her work at the Anne Arundel Community College lab. The show is dedicated to her inventor Grandfather Robert A. Scott and to her mother Anna Scott McLaughlin, the family story-teller who recently passed away.
