The first National Small Works Exhibition in Washington Printmakers Gallery’s new space at Pyramid Atlantic is the largest one yet, with 50 prints by 48 artists selected.  This year’s juror, Chris With, is the Coordinator of Art Emeritus at the National Gallery of Art and current President of the Washington Print Club, representing a group of print enthusiasts and collectors in the greater DC area.  Though the prints are small by requirement (maximum size is 170 square inches), they show an impressive breadth of technique, as well as subject matter, from all across the country. 

Richie Lasansky
Richie Lasansky took 1st Place in last year’s National Small Works Exhibition juried by Jane Haslem of Haslem Art Gallery.  A resident of Brooklyn, NY, Lasansky is a 4th generation printmaker.  His love of animals is apparent in his work, and originally Lasansky thought this might lead him on a career path in the sciences.  However, after studying biology at Brandeis University in Waltham, Massachusetts, he moved to Iowa to study printmaking with his grandfather.  Lasansky’s images of animals and people have been included in important venues across the nation, including 2010 Delta National Small Prints Exhibition, juried by David Kiehl, Curator of Prints at the Whitney Museum, and the 2005 Philadelphia Print Center 79th Annual Competition, juried by Judith Hecker, Assistant Curator of Prints & Books - Museum of Modern Art.  He has also had solo exhibitions in the Arsenal Gallery and KSA Open Workspace in New York, among others.
